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that are often hea]thy and fit, they remain in the Zoo/ rescue centres for their rest of
the life. In captivity the general well being of these animals is compromised and
creates an unnecessary drain on financial resources of the government. The objective
of these guidelines is to provide a good assessment on the requirements of wild
animals which are in need of medical/supportive care and those involved in conflict
situations and devise appropriate strategies to deal with them.

2, Rescue

2.1 Definition

Rescue of a wild animal is only to take into control of an animal that cannot survive
on its own in the wild. This includes injured, snared animals and those trapped in
the people’s habitation in cases of conflict. Wild animals that are only “encountered
or seen” do not fall under the purview of this definition. For example, a black bear
encountered in an abandoned shed does not need rescue. It should be allowed to

escape after making sure that no person can cause harm fo it.

2.2 Legal Provisions
Amendment to Section 11 of the Wildlife Protection Act states “Provided
further that no such captured animal shall be kept in captivity unless the

Chief Wild Life Warden is satisfied that such animal cannot be
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
