S.0. 65(E).—WHEREAS, a draft notification was published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary
on the 8" June,2021, vide notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change number S.O. 2183 (E), dated the 7" June, 2021, inviting objections and suggestions
from all persons likely to be affected thereby within the period of sixty days from the date on which copies
of the Gazette containing the said notification were made available to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette containing the said draft notification were made available
to the public on the 8" June, 2021;

AND WHEREAS, objections and suggestions received from persons and stakeholders in response
to the aforesaid draft notification were duly considered by the Central Government;

AND WHEREAS, the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary is spread over an area of 982.86 square
kilometers and is located in Kangra District of Himachal Pradesh and situated within the Geo-coordinates
(North) Latitude 32°28> 12” N and Longitude 76°54°05”E, (East) Latitude 32°25° 00” N and Longitude
77°04°45” E, (South) Latitude 32°3° 34” N and Longitude 76°55°19” E, (West) Latitude 32°10° 07 N
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and Longitude 76°44°03” E which falls on the Survey of India toposheet No. 52D/12, 52D/15, 52D/186,
53H/3 and 53H/4 on scale 1:50000;

AND WHEREAS, the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary was given the status of Wildlife Sanctuary
by the Government of Himachal Pradesh vide Notification number FFE-B-F (6)-11/2005-11/ Dhauladhar
dated the 7" June, 2013 and it falls under the administrative control of Wildlife Division, Hamirpur;

AND WHEREAS, the floral species recorded from the protected area are akhnor (Aesculus
indica), ban (Quercus incana), bashal (Salix daphnoides) bhoj patra (Birch) (Betula utilis), buras
(Rhododendron arboretum), diar/kelon (Cedrus deodara), rakhal (Taxus baccata), jungli badam/ thangi
(Corylus colurna), kail (Pinus wallichiana), kharsu (Quercus semicarpifolia), khor/ akhrot (Juglans
regia), rai/fir (Abies pindrow), tosh/spruce (Picea smithiana), akha (Rubus biflorus), bhang (Cannabis
sativa), bhekal (Prinsepia utilis), kala akha (Rosa macrophylla), kasmal (Berberis arirtata), nirgal
(Arundinaria falcate), rauns (llex bodiana), ban ajoin/ jawain (Thymus serphyllum), ban kakri
(Podophyllum emodi), banaksha (Viola canescens) bichhu-buti (Urtica dioica), dhup/dhoop (Jurinia
macrocpehala), karu (Gentiana kurroo), linger (Asphenium polypodioides), fern (Adianthum venustum ),
pudeena (Mentha viridis), pajja (Prunus padus), patis (Aconitum heterophyllum), puth kanda (Achyranthes
aspera), sarap-chhali (Celastrus paniculata) etc.;

AND WHEREAS, the major faunal species found in the sanctuary are Himalayan serow
(Capricornis sumatraensis), Himalayan ibex (Capra ibex), leopard (Panthera pardus), Himalayan tahr
(Hemitragus jamlahicus), musk deer (Moschus chrysogastor), goral (Neamorheados goral), Himalayan
black bear (Selenarctos thibetanus), snow leopard (Uncia uncial), brown bear (Ursus arctos), black bear
(Urus americanus), yellow throated martin (Martes flavigula), Himalayan red fox (Velpus vulpus
Linnaeus), Himalayan langoor (Semnopithecus ajax), monal (Lophophorus impejanus), koklas (Pucrasia
macrolopha), kaleej (Lophura leucomelanos), western tragopan (Tragopan melanocephalus), cheer
pheasant (Catreus wallichii), Himalayan snow cock (Tetraogallus himalayensis), snow partridge (Lerwa
lerwa) etc.;

AND WHEREAS, the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary also harbors species of butterflies such as
banded tree brown (Lethe Confusa), green sapphire (Heliophorus androcles), Himalayan sergeant
(Athyma apalina), Indian fritilary (Argynnis hyperbius) , Indian red admiral (Vanessa indica) , Nilgiri
clouded yellow (Colias nilagiriensis), orange bordered argus (Aricia astrarche), pallid argus (Callerebia
scandal), purple sapphire(Heliophorus epicles ), queen of spain fritillary (Issoria lathonia), sapangle
(Papilio protenor), white-bordered copper (Lycaena pavana) etc.;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of
Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary which are specified in paragraph 1 as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological,
environmental and biodiversity point of view and to prohibit industries or class of industries and their
operations and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (v) and
(xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of
1986) (hereafter in this notification referred to as the Environment Act), read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of
the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area to an extent
varying from 0 (zero) to 1 kilometers around the boundary of Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary in Kangra
District in the State of Himachal Pradesh as the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone
(hereafter in this notification referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone. — (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be of 32.635
square kilometers with an extent of zero to one kilometer and the justifications for zero extent in
respective directions around the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary are as follows, namely:-

() the Southern boundary of the Sanctuary touches the Nargu Wildlife Sanctuary in Mandi
District;
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(i) the South-East, East and North-East boundary of the Sanctuary touches Kullu District
having steep slopes and permanent glaciers;

(iii) the North, North-East boundary of the Sanctuary touches Lahul and Spiti District with very
steep slopes and permanent glaciers;

(iv) the North-West boundary of the Sanctuary touches the Kugti Wildlife Sanctuary in
Chamba District;

(v) the Western side of the Sanctuary touches Chamba District with no habitation in nearby
area and the area also has very steep slopes and permanent Glaciers.

(2) The boundary description of the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary and its Eco-sensitive Zone is
appended as Annexure-1.

(3) The maps of the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary demarcating Eco-sensitive Zone along with
boundary details and latitudes and longitudes are appended as Annexure-l11A, Annexure-11B and
Annexure-11C.

(4) Lists of geo co-ordinates of the boundary of the Dhauladhar Wildlife Sanctuary and Eco- sensitive
Zone are given in Table A and Table B of Annexure-I11.

(5) The list of villages falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co- ordinates at
prominent points is appended as Annexure-1V.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.-(1) The State Government shall, for the purposes of the
Eco-sensitive Zone prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of
publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering
to the stipulations given in this notification and get it duly approved by the competent authority in the
State.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in
such manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central
and State laws and the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the
State Government, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said
plan :-

(i) Environment;

(if) Forest and Wildlife;

(iii) Agriculture;

(iv) Revenue;

(v) Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism;

(vii) Rural Development;

(viii) Irrigation and Flood Control;
(iX) Municipal;

(X) Panchayati Raj;

(xi) Himachal Pradesh State Pollution Control Board; and
(xii) Public Works Department.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use,

infrastructure and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan
shall factor in improvement of all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-
friendly.

The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing
water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater
management, soil and moisture conservation, needs of local community and such other aspects of
the ecology and environment that need attention.

The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks
and like places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps
giving details of existing and proposed land use features.

The Zonal Master Plan shall provide mechanism for regulating developmental activities in Eco-
sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited and regulated activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4
and also ensure and promote eco-friendly development for security of local communities’
livelihood.

The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

The Zonal Master Plan so approved by the State Government shall be the reference document for
the Monitoring Committee for carrying out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the
provisions of this notification.

Measures to be taken by the State Government.- The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

1)

Land use.— (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for
recreational purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for
commercial or residential or industrial activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purposes other than that
specified herein above, within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation
of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the competent authority under
Regional Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of Central Government or State
Government as applicable and vide provisions of this notification, to meet the residential needs of
the local residents and for activities such as-

(i) widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;
(i) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;
(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

(iv) cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities
supporting eco-tourism including home stay; and

(v) promoted activities given under paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional
Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of the State Government and without
compliance of the provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in
force, including the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of
Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco- sensitive Zone
shall be corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee,
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once in each case and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case
except as provided under this sub-paragraph.

(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with
afforestation and habitat restoration activities.

(2) Natural water bodies.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for
their conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the
guidelines shall be drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit
development activities at or near these areas which are detrimental to such areas.

(3) Tourism or eco-tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism
activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the State Department of Tourism in
consultation with the State Department of Environment and Forests.

(C) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.

(d) The Tourism Master Plan shall be drawn based on the study of carrying capacity of the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(e) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely: -

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from the
boundary of the protected area or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, whichever is
nearer:

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary of the
protected area till the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels
and resorts shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas for eco-tourism
facilities as per Tourism Master Plan;

(i) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-
sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central
Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change and the eco-
tourism guidelines issued by the National Tiger Conservation Authority (as amended
from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism, eco- education and eco-development;

(iii) until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of
existing tourism activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities
based on the actual site specific scrutiny and recommendation of the Monitoring
Committee and no new hotel, resort or commercial establishment construction shall be
permitted within Eco-sensitive Zone area.

(4) Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the
gene pool reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks,
rides, cliffs, etc. shall be identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their
preservation and conservation as a part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical,
architectural, aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and
heritage conservation plan for their conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal Master
Plan.
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(6) Noise pollution. - Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco- sensitive Zone shall be
carried out in accordance with the provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control)
Rules, 2000 made under the Environment Act.

(7) Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried
out in accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981
(14 of 1981) and the rules made there under.

(8) Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluents in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in
accordance with the provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental
Pollutants covered under the Environment Act and the rules made there under or standards
stipulated by the State Government, whichever is more stringent.

(9) Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of
India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number
S.0. 1357 (E), dated the 8" April, 2016; the inorganic material may be disposed of in an
environmental acceptable manner at site identified outside the Eco- sensitive Zone;

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing
rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-sensitive
Zone.

(10) Bio-Medical Waste.— Bio-Medical Waste Management shall be as under-

(a) the Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance
with the Bio-Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India
in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R.
343 (E), dated the 28™ March, 2016;

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with the
existing rules and regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco- sensitive Zone shall be
carried out as per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the
Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide
notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the 18" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and demolition waste management. - The construction and demolition waste
management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the
Construction and Demolition Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the Government of
India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R.
317(E), dated the 29" March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(13) E-waste.- The e - waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the E-Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic.— The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly
manner and specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and
till such time as the Zonal Master Plan is prepared and approved by the competent authority in the
State Government, the Monitoring Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement
under the relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.
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(15) Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be in compliance with
applicable laws and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

(16) Industrial units.— (a) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no
new polluting industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per the
classification of Industries in the guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board
in February, 2016, as amended from time to time, unless so specified in this notification,
and in addition, the non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

(17) Protection of hill slopes.- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under-

(a) the Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be
permitted;

(b) construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall not be
permitted.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within Eco-sensitive Zone.- All activities in the
Eco-sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment Act and the rules made
there under including the Coastal Regulation Zone, 2011 and the Environmental Impact Assessment
Notification, 2006 and other applicable laws including the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 (69 of
1980), the Indian Forest Act, 1927 (16 of 1927), the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972), and
amendments made thereto and be regulated in the manner specified in the Table below, namely:-

5. Monitoring Committee for Monitoring the Eco-sensitive Zone Notification.- For effective

monitoring of the provisions of this notification under sub-section (3) of section 3 of the
Environment Act, the Central Government hereby constitutes a Monitoring Committee,
comprising of the following, namely:-

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6. /An expert in the area of Ecology and Environment to be nominated [Member;
by the State Government

8. Divisional Forest Officer (Wildlife), Hamirpur Member-Secretary.

6. Terms of reference. — (1) The Monitoring Committee shall monitor the compliance of the provisions
of this notification.

The tenure of the Monitoring committee shall be till further orders, provided that the non-official
members of the Committee shall be nominated by the State Government from time to time.

The activities that are covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the
erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.0. 1533 (E), dated the 14" September,
2006, and are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in
the Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on
the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change for prior environmental clearances under the provisions
of the said notification.

The activities that are not covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in
the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forest number S.0. 1533 (E), dated the 14™ September,
2006 and are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in the
Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on the
actual site-specific conditions and referred to the concerned regulatory authorities.

The Member-Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Deputy Commissioner(s)
shall be competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment Act, against any person
who contravenes the provisions of this notification.

The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments,
representatives from industry associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations
depending on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on the 31
March of every year by the 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State as per
proforma appended at AnnexureV.

The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give
such directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its
functions.

7. Additional Measures.- The Central Government and State Government may specify additional
measures, if any, for giving effect to provisions of this notification.

8.0rders of Court or Tribunal.- The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any
passed or to be passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India or High Court or the National Green
Tribunal.
